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Are Christadelphians
Protestants?
Yes — but not Trinitarians

In the UK the Home Office usually
classifies all Christians as either
Catholic, Orthodox or Protestant.
Protestant also includes churches
such as Christadelphians and
Unitarians who do not accept the
doctrine of the Trinity.

“The historical descent of
Christadelphian teaching traces from
Protestantism, in that Thomas was
himself formerly the son of a
nonconformist minister , and was for
some time associated with the
Campbellites.” (Bryan Wilson Sects
and Society 1961 page 219)

“The Christadelphians are a
decentralized Protestant
community” ... “doctrinal divergence
separated Christadelphians from the
larger community of Protestant and
Free Church Christians” (J. Gordon
Melton Encyclopedia of
Protestantism 2005 page 142)

However many Christadelphians
reject the name Protestant:

“Christadelphianism is advanced
Protestantism , so advanced in fact
that it protests against
Protestantism as much as against
Roman Catholicism” (Charles
Curwen Walker — editor of the
Christadelphian magazine 1923)
